Peter Hendrickson	Fire Dept Report
Discussion focused on budget preparation and personnel changes with regard to Fire Chief, Assistant Fire Chiefs. Request made for an hour of the Board’s time to thoroughly address the Chief’s concerns regarding the Fire Dept. Counsel John Sansone will review legal opinion to determine if the Fire Dept can receive funding from the village towards its 125th Anniversary Dinner to be held in March 2012.

Sandy Shaw	Library contribution
Presented the Board with information regarding the 1942-1968 Charter between the Village of Holley and Community Free Library. Library continues to seek the annual $500 contribution paid by the village in previous years. Counsel John Sansone will further review legal opinion to determine if payment can be made by the village.

Dan Seeler	Main Street Grant Decision Review
Trustee Dill stated that since the City of Albion received a Main Street Grant, it was unlikely Orleans County would have a second recipient from the program this year.

Motion by Trustee Dill and seconded by Trustee Gaylord to approve the invoice for $685.00, which represents 10% of the total estimated job cost, submitted by Chatfield Engineers for the Preliminary Phase Engineering Services for the Water System Capital Improvement Plan project.  Motion carried. 

Motion by Trustee Penna and seconded by Trustee Passarell to approve the invoice, which totals $1,215.00, submitted by Chatfield Engineers for the Water Dept. regarding the Glidden Well recommendations.  Motion carried. 

Some discussion from the Board regarding whether the Glidden Well recommendations are required to be done. John Sansone will review the 
document from Orleans Co. Health Dept and Chatfield Engineers report.

Trustee Dill stated that the village will apply for a USDA grant for these expenses but the grant period does not open for submittal of project documents until April 1, 2012.
