A special board meeting has been called to order to discuss the following items:

· Matters regarding the Police Dept. staffing of part time officers to replace those officers resigning.


Trustee Dill exits the meeting room to take a conference call and is not present for the duration of the meeting when the working board meeting is called to order and conducted.

A working board meeting has been called to order at 10:39 am by Trustee Penna and seconded by Trustee Gaylord to consider actions regarding the following motions:

Motion by Trustee Passarell and seconded by Trustee Penna to approve the purchase by the DPW of a 22 ton log splitter at a cost not to exceed $1,200 (PO# 20115672) from Danny’s Equipment Inc. Motion carried. 

Motion by Trustee Passarell and seconded by Trustee Penna to approve the purchase by the Water Dept. of water meters (PO# 2011568) at a cost not to exceed $1,325. 
Motion carried. 

Motion by Trustee Gaylord and seconded by Trustee Penna to approve the pick-up of miscellaneous chemicals by Environmental Services Group Inc. from the DPW at a cost of $2,200 (PO# 20115677).  Motion carried.

Motion by Trustee Passarell and seconded by Trustee Penna to approve the hiring of Tyler Dawson by the Police Dept. as a part time police officer at a pay rate of $10.50/hr. pending completion, with favorable results, of the background checks required of a police official with a hire date of 03/03/2012. Motion carried. 




Motion by Trustee Passarell and seconded by Trustee Gaylord to approve the hiring of Robert Wagner by the Police Dept. as a part time police officer at a pay rate of $10.50/hr. pending completion, with favorable results, of the background checks required of a police official with a hire date of 03/06/2012. Motion carried. 

Motion by Trustee Penna and seconded by Trustee Passarell to approve the Budget Summary Appendix B as submitted by J. O’Connell & Associates Inc. for the BOA Grant Pre-Nomination Study.  Motion carried. 


The Board discussion centers on the job posting for Superintendent of the Water and Electric Departments. It is decided that the job would be posted internally for 5 days. A written document identifying the job qualifications is needed. Trustee Gaylord agrees with Trustee Penna that the process should be transparent and the village should work with Orleans Co. Civil Service. If the Superintendent position is unable to be filled from within, the job posting will be made available outside for 10 days to the general public. Trustee Gaylord suggests contacting the Village of Bath to learn why their village is also looking for a Superintendent of Water and Electric.
