The following summarizes Lori Passarell’s statements made for the record:

Ms. Passarell states when she contacted the Code Enforcement Officer, Ron Vendetti, he verbally assaulted her and was hostile, shouting at her over the telephone, when she spoke to him recently in regards to the relocation of her vegetable/fruit stand business. She states that Mr. Vendetti was not cooperative and his attitude contributes to creating a negative environment that does little to encourage business to establish and/or operate in the Village of Holley. She states that the NYS agencies she contacted for this project were very accommodating in every way to her, the business owner. This, she believes, is the appropriate manner in which the Code Enforcement Officer should conduct village business. As a long term business owner and resident, she requests the Code Enforcement Officer, Ron Vendetti, be removed from office due to his egregious, unprofessional treatment of her during this telephone conference and during other previous encounters as well. She does not want a business relationship with Mr. Vendetti in the future. The Board assured her that they would take her statements under serious advisement for consideration with respect to Ron Vendetti, Code Enforcement Officer.

Motion by Trustee Dill and seconded by Trustee Passarell to approve the sign ordinance changes and adopt the following resolution:

Resolution 2012-02:

Signs may be erected and maintained only when in compliance with the following provisions:

A. Signs in residential districts. The following types of non-illuminated, non-advertising signs are
permitted in all R Districts as follows:
(1) Nameplates and identification signs.
(2) Sale or rental signs.
(3) Institutional signs.
(4) Development signs.
(5) No sign may be larger than three inches high and 24 inches wide.

B. Signs in commercial and manufacturing districts. Business and advertising signs are permitted in
commercial and manufacturing districts in accordance with the following regulations:

(1) Projection of signs. No sign in a non-residential district shall project more than three feet from the main wall of a building nor shall any sign project into a public way.

(2) Height of signs. No signs shall be higher than the height limit in the district where such sign is
located, nor shall any sign be located upon the roof of any building.

(3) Billboards and freestanding advertising signs. Billboards and freestanding advertising signs are not permitted within the Village.

(4) Size. No sign may be larger than 24 square feet.

C. Added paragraph 265-49B(5), specifying size requirements for commercial properties C1 districts. It reads:

(5) Any commercial property in the C1 district with a setback greater than 200 feet from the public road will be allowed one sign of the following size based on the formula:

One square feet of signage per lineal foot of face of building, plus;

One-half square foot of signage for each foot that the principal building is setback from the public right away. Total sign size shall not exceed 300 square feet. If the building has multiple tenants, then the formula will be calculated based on the lineal feet of leased space.
