Local Law No. 5 of the year 2011.

A LOCAL LAW TO OVERRIDE THE TAX LEVY Limit Established in General Municipal Law 3-c

Be it enacted by the Village Board of the Village of Holley as follows:

SECTION 1.	LEGISLATIVE INTENT:  It is the intent of this local law to override the limit on the amount of real property taxes that may be levied by the Village of Holley, pursuant to General Municipal Law §3-c, and to allow the Village of Holley to adopt a budget for the fiscal year 2012 that requires a real property tax levy in excess of the “tax levy limit” as defined by General Municipal Law §3-c.

SECTION 2.	AUTHORITY:  This local law is adopted pursuant to subdivision 5 of the General Municipal Law §3-c, which expressly authorizes the village board to override the tax levy limit by the adoption of a local law approved by vote of sixty percent (60%) of the Village of Holley Board.

SECTION 3.	TAX LEVY LIMIT OVERRIDE:  The Village Board of the Village of Holley, County of Orleans is hereby authorized to adopt a budget for the fiscal year 2012 that requires a real property tax levy in excess of the amount otherwise proscribed in General Municipal Law, §3-c.

SECTION 4.	SEVERABILITY:  If any clause, sentence, paragraph, subdivision, or part of this Local Law, or the application thereof, to any person, firm or corporation, or circumstance, shall be adjudged by any court of competent jurisdiction to be invalid, or unconstitutional, such order or judgment shall not affect, impair or invalidate the remainder thereof, but shall be confined in its operation to the clause, sentence, paragraph, subdivision, or part of this Local Law, or in its application, to the person, individual, firm or corporation or circumstance, directly involved in the controversy in which such judgment, or order, shall be rendered.

SECTION 5.	EFFECTIVE DATE:  This local law shall be effective immediately upon filing with the Secretary of State.

Resolution 27-2011:

RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING DEPOSIT OF FUNDS FOR FLEX SPENDING ACCOUNTS 

WHEREAS, in February 2011, the Village of Holley Board of Trustees were advised that the MVP health insurance program utilized for village employees was no longer available; and, 

WHEREAS, the Village of Holley Board of Trustees immediately sought comparable health insurance coverage for its employees; and,  

WHEREAS, the Village of Holley Board of Trustees decided on March 1, 2011 , and considered offering an additional amount representing a flex spending account to be utilized by employees for health-related treatment co-pays and prescriptions, etc.; and, 

WHEREAS, certain groups of full time employees are currently engaged in labor negotiations and issues of health insurance coverage are involved; and,

WHEREAS, other categories of employees opted out of the union, or have retired from employment with the Village of Holley 

NOW, BE IT RESOLVED, that, under the circumstances currently existing in the Village of Holley, Mayor John W. Kenney, Jr., is hereby authorized to deposit funds to be utilized for flex spending into bank accounts established by police officer Karol Hughes, and also, for retirees Danny Mawn, Scott Parker, Wayne Fauci, and Wally Rose.
